Getting around
The reserve is one mile south east of Rye along Harbour Road. Theare is
a very large car park at Rye Harbour with nearby toilets.

The site is quite flat with some wheelchair access to all four hides,
although thers are stiles whers the sheep are grazing the fislds.
The reserve is large with many paths, but allow for a walk of saven
kilometres or so if vou wish to make the round trip back to the car park
taking in Castle Water. The information centre at Limekiln Cottage is
staffed by the Friends of Bve Harbour Nature Reserve and is open every
